Bank of India (RBI) did not receive a
response by the time of going to press.

The European Securities and Markets
Authority in late October de-recognised six
Indian clearing houses including the CCIL,
which hosts the trading platform for govern-
ment bonds and overnight indexed swaps.

The decision is said to have been taken after
the RBI’s refusal to permit the foreign body
rights of audit and inspection of CCIL.

The central government is
looking to sell nearly 61 per cent
stake in IDBI Bank, and the last
day to submit preliminary bids
is Saturday. The successful bid-
der will have to make an open
offer for acquiring 5.28 per cent
from public shareholders.

The government is selling
3048 per cent stake in the
bank, while LIC will sell 30.24
per cent. After the sale, the gov-
ernment will be left with 15 per
cent and LIC will have 19 per
cent stake in the bank.

The Centre had requested a
reclassification of its residual
stake in IDBI Bank after disin-
vestment as “public holding”
because it would relinquish
management control and act as
an ordinary shareholder to
comply with corporate gover-
nance norms.

Further, the central govern-
ment also requested Sebi to
treat its residual holding in the
bank as purely a financial
investment and accordingly
reclassify is as “public” subject
to the conditions that it will not
exercise control over the bank’s
affairs; not have any special
rights with respect to the bank;
and not be represented in the

Earlier this week, the gov-
ernment reserved the right to
exempt public sector units
from the MPS norms even after
achange in ownership.

However, legal experts feel
the exemption provided by the
government to public sector
companies on MPS may not be
applicable to IDBI Bank once
an acquirer comes.

“Around 60 per cent of IDBI

but also provide an open offer.
LIC's stake cannot be consid-
ered public and an acquirer in
this transaction cannot be a
governmental unit.

“This approval is to give
an acquirer the comfort and
confidence that there will be no
interference from the govern-
ment in decision making or
loan disbursals.

Amazon’s latest announce-
ment marks a continuation of
aslump in jobs offered by glob-
al tech companies. Facebook
parent Meta, Google, Microsoft,
Salesforce, Stripe, and Twitter
announced a big reduction in
headcount last year.

Amazon India said last year
it would wind up its distribu-
tion, food delivery, and educa-
tion technology (edtech) divi-
sions by the end of 2023, citing
the same review process. When
the job cuts were first
announced in November last
calendar, 200-300 staffers were
expected to be laid off in the
India wunit, sources had
informed, adding that attempts
would be made to absorb as
many as possible into the dif-
ferent business units of the
company. Only those not reas-
signed would be let go, they
said. Email queries sent to
Amazon India remained unan-
swered until the time of going
to press. The distribution unit
is operated in three cities of
Karnataka Bengaluru,
Mysuru, and Hubbali. About 50
employees worked on the
Amazon Distribution project.
About 25 employees each work-
ing in the edtech and food
delivery units have been abs-
orbed by the company. How-
ever, Manish Tiwary, vice-pres-
ident and country manager,
consumer business, Amazon
India, told Business Standard
in December that the company
would continue to hire in India
and invest to create infrastruc-
ture in the market.

“To meet the ends of justice,
they have been given two
weeks to submit their reply to
the DGCA and based on that,
further action will be taken,”
the regulator added.
Meanwhile, another inci-
dent has emerged of a male
passenger allegedly urinating
on the blanket of a female co-
passenger on the airline's Paris-
Delhi flight on December 6.
On the latest incident, an
Air India spokesperson said the
passenger had urinated on the
vacant seat and blanket of the
co-passenger when the latter
was in the lavatory. Central
Industrial Police Force (CISF)

personnel took the male
passenger into custody at the
Delhi airport. “As the victim
and the accused reached an
understanding, the CISF
allowed the accused to leave
after he tendered a written
apology. In deference to the vic-
tim’s wishes, Air India did not
lodge a police report,” the
spokesperson added.

For the November 26 inci-
dent, the Delhi Police have reg-
istered a first information
report (FIR) and formed teams
to nab the accused.
On Wednesday, the DGCA had
asked Air India for details on
what steps it took regarding the
incident.

The Tata group-owned air-
line told the DGCA on
Thursday that after the female
passenger reported the inci-
dent on the New York-Delhi
flight, its cabin crew assisted
her to a different seat in the
same class and provided a set
of dry clothes and slippers,
sources said.

The female passenger ini-
tially requested that action be
taken against the offender
upon arrival, but subsequently
rescinded her request after the
“two parties appeared to sort
the matter” out between them,
Air India told the DGCA. The
cabin crew reported the inci-
dent to the pilot-in-command
and logged it in the voyage
report. As there was no further
flare up or confrontation, and
respecting the perceived wish-
es of the female passenger, the
crew decided not to summon
law enforcement upon landing,
Air India stated in its reply,
according to sources. In
response, the DGCA said that
“on the basis of reply of the air-
line, prima facie it emerges that
provisions related to handling
of an unruly passenger
onboard have not been com-
plied with”. The airline’s con-
duct appears to be unprofes-
sional and has led to a systemic
failure, it said. Air India’s con-
duct was “devoid of empathy”
and was not in line even with
the regulatory obligations
under its own manuals, it said.

Airlines are
required to form their own
standard operating procedures
and train their personnel on
ways to deal with them.

According to the DGCA
rules, unruly behaviour has
been categorised under three
levels. Level 1includes physical
gestures, verbal harassment,
and unruly inebriation. Level 2
includes physically abusive
behaviour like pushing, hitting,
kicking or sexual harassment.
Level 3 incidents include life-
threatening behaviour such as
